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MINUTES OF A MEETING OF KIRHKAM TOWN COUNCIL
HELD ON TUESDAY MARCH 6TH 2012 
FOLLOWING LEISURE COMMITTEE AT 7PM.

1. Apologies for absence: Cllr. Peter Hardy

2. Declarations of interest: none received

3. Policing in Kirkham; Members received a printed report (March 7th) on activity in the past month. Issues include a bid submitted for a trader radio system to discourage shoplifting in the town. Cllr Wright offered to source costs on alternative radio sets. The Cornerstones Market Square event on Friday March 2nd caused public order issues for residents in the area –no evidence the appropriate permissions for a public event had been sought or approved. Cllr. Wright reported on the ‘total chaos’ on Ribby Road caused by Kirkham Grammar School lack of traffic management at peak times. Cllr Oades reported on residents of St. Georges Park complaining of KGS parents and students casing car parking and litter issues.  Cllr Cameron reported on the Bed Shop trade van parking on yellow lines and the bus stop area on Poulton Street – photographs sent to the Police. Cllr Oades reported on the proposed bollard scheme in the process of being compiled.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on Tuesday March 6th 2012: approved

5. Approval of the minutes of council held on Tuesday February 7th 2012: approved. Former Cllr Green to pass all town council documents held to the Town Clerk for storage.

6. Matters arising from those minutes not on the agenda: none recorded

7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor detailed work on the radio scheme.
8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: Councilors have received various emails throughout the past month on issues pertaining to the town. A letter of support has been sent to SELRAP – Skipton East Lancashire Rail Action Partnership. A letter to P. Wilson and Co – United Utilities factors at the allotment site confirming KTC position on the hard standing in front of the allotment site.

9. Parks and open spaces:

a. Transfer proposal - the clerk reported all actions contained in the PAOS report circulated to all members. The logo for the PAOS was approved. All financial matters in connection with the contract approved to date. Resolved that All expenditure other than a monthly direct debit to FBC for the basic agreed maintenance to be approved by full council. All actions of the PAOS to be agreed by full council. Any other expenditure incurred in completing repairs and improvement contained in the Capital expenditure list to be approved by full council. 

b. Friend of Kirkham Parks stage two planting: low level wild flower planting within the park excluding a zone highlighted in a site meeting with Councilors and FOKP representatives approved. The area from the Birley Street entrance steps pathway and beyond towards Church Street parallel to Poulton Street to be deferred pending essential repairs.

c. SLA: with the KTC Solicitor together with this council’s comments.

d. Quotation for repair Birley Street steps: the quote received via FBC is one of one and not a mirror of the capital expenditure requirements. The clerk to request expressions of interest from three suitably equipped builders to progress formal quotes for the work required. Approved
e. Structure and reporting mechanism of the PAOS sub group: a meeting of the PAOS will take place each month on the last Tuesday to enable, if required, attendance of FBC officers, FOKP, KJFC and any other interested bodies. A report of this meeting will be submitted to members prior to the council meeting each month for approval.
f. Points arising from a meeting with Kirkham Junior Football Club will be clarified by the clerk and KJFC.

10. Rural Splash – Kirkham Baths: the newly installed gym is increasing membership and revenue

11. KWBG: the Mayor as Chair of KWBG reported on the progress of the radio scheme and the Mary Portas Bid to enhance the town
12. Planning applications:  

a. 12/0107 5 Regency Crescent Kirkham – proposed erection of 950mm high brick wall to sides and front boundaries. KTC object on the grounds of open space regulations in place for the St. George’s estate.

13. Licensing: restrictions have been approved on The Nile Poulton Street and Londis Station Road for disregard of licensing regulations.

14. Finance report:

a. Monthly report: approved.

b. Proposed accounting PAOS: the clerk confirmed a NATWEST account to be completed. All cheques will have two signatories with the Responsible Financial Officer administrating the account.

c. Local Strategic Partnership: the clerk reported that as two previously funded successful grants remain largely unspent due to unforeseen circumstances it was not possible to submit further applications.
15. Twinning:

a. a letter of invitation to Ancenis has been circulated to the incoming Mayor and all members.  The incoming Mayor, Mayoress and Town Clerk indicated their acceptance.
16. Staffing: no report

17. Highways:

a. car parking issues as reported under policing. No further funding is available to white line Mill Street on the first approach.
b.  the issues arising in the Sunnybank area caused by the ongoing United Utilities essential work will be resolved by the end of March.
c. nusicence caused by the contents of litter bins in the Library and Baths area have been reported to the Police and FBC for action.

d. trees on the A583 are reported as the responsibility of the home owners immediately adjacent to the area and ownership should be checked by the individual.

18. Council webpage:  the clerk reported on an unexpected visit from the existing provider and the request that all essential passwords be transferred to the council to enable a new provider and www.kirkhamtowncouncil.co.uk to become www.kirkham.gov.uk . Approved.
