Note from the Special meeting of council following the Public Consultation meeting on August 20th 2012

Present: The Mayor Councillor Peter Hardy, Councilors’ Mrs Oades, E Silverwood, D.Murrey, K.Beckett, J. Cameron, P.Hodgson

1. Apologies for absence: Cllrs McIver and Wright

2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with Local authorities Code of Conduct Act 2007 (part 2) members interests and Councils Standing Orders that any pecuniary or other interest should be declared. Cllr Peter Hardy declared an interest in all planning matters
12/0505 St George Hotel Station Road Kirkham – proposed erection of three storey building to provide 12 No. apartments with associated car parking following demolition of existing public house. KTC support the proposal with the observation that the accommodation should be used for social housing for local people of 40 years and above or persons registered disabled.

12/0481 5 The Coppice Kirkham proposed dormers to front and rear, single story extension. KTC no specific observations

12/0498 24 Orders Lane Kirkham proposed two storey extension to front/side on South elevation. KTC observe insufficient plans submitted
12/0503 4 Bleasdale Avenue Kirkham proposed addition of front and rear dormers. KTC observe letters of objection received however the proposal is in keeping with the street scene.

12/0376 West End Residential Park Blackpool Road Kirkham Change of use with planning approval for development as a caravan park ( 34 seasonal touring caravan pitches and 2 x residential park homes) to a site for 29 residential park homes with supporting development including internal road network, landscaping and new pedestrian access to Blackpool Road ( re-submission of 12/0035). KTC support the plan on the understanding that this planning permission supersedes the touring caravan permission.
12/0419 land at Little Tarnbrick Farm Blackpool Road Kirkham outline application for up to 140 dwellings with 30% of these to be affordable and associated infrastructure from new access to Blackpool Road ( access and scale applied for with all other matters reserved). KTC object to the proposal on the grounds

a. The proposal is outside the Kirkham settlement boundary

b.  Brown field sites within the  settlement boundary  are available for development
c. Egress and access from a Major road with a long history of high accident rates

d. Speculative building without a demonstrated local need.
