Minutes of Meeting of Kirkham Town Council held on 7th June 2016
Present: Mayor K. Beckett ISO (in the chair) Councillors E. Oades, M.Cox, J Cameron, E. Silverwood, P. Hodgson, P. Hardy

KirkFest- Adam Vann (Technician), Nathan Vann (Backstage Manager), Chloe Mcilroy (Head of Photography), Eve Copperthwaite (Stage technician) gave a presentation on their proposal for a music event in the town called KirkFest. The Mayor congratulated them on their initial proposal and tonight’s presentation. 

The Mayor offered to organise one or two fundraising events at the Willows Club to support the event.
Cllr. Oades congratulated the group and has asked them through Cllr. Cox to apply for £2,000 funding and also attend a public meeting to promote the event.

Cllr. Cameron congratulated the group and stressed how good it was to see Young People taking the lead on projects.

Cllr. Silverwood congratulated the group and offered to be a conduit to business support.

Cllr. Hardy said how refreshing it was to see a proposal from young people that could become an annual event.

Mark Evans-Explained the changes in planning relating to retail development and how they impact on the viability and vitality of the Town centers. Guidance has been reduced and watered down since the Town centre plans were developed. The Local Plan should protect Town Centres at a local level but not individual businesses. The nearer we get to the Local Plan being finalised the more weight it carries but developers have the right of appeal.
An impact assessment is required for an individual unit over 2500 sq m and a cap of 750 sq m is in the local plan. Developers commission the assessment and Fylde BC have the assessment checked by consultants. There is no guidance for accumulative development. 
Mixed retail is now considered as opposed to just retail as internet shopping has impacted on retail. Retail now includes restaurants, cafes and bars.

Council request that Planning understand and appreciate that developments out of the Town Centre impact on the Town and Council do not want to see Kirkham die. Council requests that they are notified of any retail development and Fylde supports them in fighting off developments and helps them save the High street.

Objection on the grounds that the development is outside the settlement area/is not shown in the emerging local plan/ will increase pollution in the town which already has high levels/ is situated on a flood plain/is not sustainable in a town already suffering a shortage of school places and medical facilities-infrastructure to support this development is not in place/ Lack of 5 year supply does not override sustainability and as this site is not in the emerging local plan and Kirkham is already providing hundreds of new houses the infrastructure is inadequate so the application should be refused.
