2017/4/10 Planning applications were considered and recommendations made-
· 17/0077-Fylde Motor Spares-Hand Wash- KTC recommend refusal on this application on the grounds that access and egress is not adequate and the street is already full with parked cars.

If LPA are minded to grant the application then KTC recommend the condition that it complies with current environmental agency regulations for the treatment and disposal of contaminated waste water and the water does not run across pedestrian walkways. 

· 17/0186- Hazel Dene-Extension – KTC have no objection to this application and no comment to make.
· 17/0201- K&W Railway Station- KTC object to this application on the grounds that there is no car parking accommodated for in this application. Enhancement to the accessibility and appearance of the station is of no use if users cannot park. The station is advertised as a park and ride but no parking is included. Attendees at the public consultation events held by network rail have all come to discuss car parking but the staff have been unable to comment. There will be increased use if improvements go ahead which will see the need for at least 100 car parking spaces. This must be addressed, as there is money available, before improvements go ahead.
· 17/0192- The Willows School-Extension- KTC have no objections but would prefer to see a more maintenance friendly and vandal proof sloped roof than a flat one.
· Report on the Kepak Public Meeting- A second Public meeting was held on Monday 27th March. 20 households attended with Cllrs Beckett, Oades, Cameron and Silverwood, Kepak and architects and Andrew Stell from LPA. Andrew agreed to visit resident’s homes to assess the impact and look into emission concerns. The architects said they would consider reducing the mass. Resident Mr. Moyes requests an environmental survey and has since contacted the environmental department. 
· 17/0092- Kepak-Extension and chimney- KTC are mindful to recommend refusal but should LPA grant the application KTC request 
i. a full environmental study as one has not been done since the first chimney went up and neighbours complain of grease on their cars and windows.

ii. A retaining wall be erected with mature planting.

iii. Any removal of trees must be replaced with trees of the same maturity.

iv. That endeavors are made to lower the height of the building as far as possible.
