1. Apologies for absence: Cllr. Mrs Oades

2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with the Local Authorities Code of Conduct Act 2007 (part 2) Members Interests and Council’s standing Orders any pecuniary or other interests should be declared. Councillor Hardy declared an interest in all planning matters. Council resolved that all planning applications should be deferred (as the meeting was inquorate on planning matters) to the July meeting. Approved.
3. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt O’Donoghue reported on criminal activity in the town in the last month. Activity remains low with high detection rates. Members reported on concerns re car parking on Freckleton Street and Preston Street. Smokers occupying entrances to public houses and dog fouling. Noted. Police have full Club Day plans in place. Reassurance was sought re the future of Kirkham Police Station Noted. that Kirkham Police Station following the recent refit is to remain open.

7. Mayor’s announcements: the Mayor reported on the dilapidated state of and fly tipping at the St. George Hotel. Resolved that the clerk to write to the Brewery asking for action to be taken and their future plans for the building to be made clear. Dog warden patrols: Resolved that the clerk writes to FBC asking for patrols to be increased in the town. The Mayor reported on the successful co-option meeting with new Councillors joining formally at the July meeting; Councillors Matt McIver, David Murrey, David Armer, Keith Beckett and Keith Wright will join the council to make a full complement of ten.
8. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: the clerk reported on a letter received from Kirkham in Bloom thanking the council for their contribution. Noted. All other correspondence has been sent by email.
9. Parks and Open spaces: the report by the Chair of Parks and Open spaces was read to members together with the future plans. Issues for the council are the height of archways, loss of 3 x car parking spaces to the Mill Street Car Park and the need for an adequate chicane. Mixed materials proposed to the arches in an area close to the Conservation area. Lack of planning permission and consultation with KTC and the tendering process.  The clerk to liaise with Parks Department FBC. The clerk reported on the progress at Town End Gardens with agreement reached by all parties on the demolition of the toilet block and reinstatement of the area.  Cllr Hardy has volunteered to renovate the wine press and, in time, the Christmas crib. Plans for the cycle path deferred to the next meeting.
