6. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt O’Donoghue reported on criminal activity in the past month – concerns re inappropriate behavior by an adult male near local schools reported. All plans for Club Day celebrations are in place. ‘Baby in the Brook,’ the funeral will take place on Wednesday June 13th at 5pm St. Michaels Church with a low key Police presence. Car parking issues raised at Annual Assembly are being addressed with a proposal from The Willows Social club to KGS to alleviate chronic car parking on Ribby Road. The forthcoming Railtrack proposals to close key roads in the autumn for essential bridge works will be monitored by Police and this council. Railtrack have a planned public meeting on July 3rd at the Community Centre followed by a presentation to council. Councillor Beckett reported on the underage sale of tobacco and antisocial behavior in Marsden Street. Noted
