1. Apologies for absence: Cllr’s Mrs Oades, E.Silverwood, P.Hardy
2. Declarations of interest: Members were reminded that in accordance with the local authorities Code of Conduct Act 2007 part 2 Members Interests and Councils standing Orders any pecuniary or other interests should be declared. Cllr. Green declared item 12 b. Greenland’s Farm Ribby Road Wrea Green.
3. Policing in Kirkham: Sgt Helen Lord attended and introduced Sgt. Niamh O’Donoghue who will be joining the Kirkham team. The Police report contained a modest downturn in criminal activity in the previous month.
4. Ratification of the actions of the Leisure Committee held on September 7th 2010: approved
5. Approval of the minutes of the meeting of Council held on July 6th and special meeting August 11th: Cllr Green received the market agreement on August 13th and raised some issues in connection with this which will be amended. Cllr. Hodgson wished to view all documents connected with the NABMA and the agreement, these will be available when Cllr. Green as Honorary Solicitor reports back to committee.
6. Mayor’s announcements and correspondence: The Mayor announced correspondence received re a proposed cycle path from Carr Lane through to School Lance. Resolved: members agreed this plan should move to the next stage via FBC LCC and SUSTRANS.
7. Town Clerks announcements and correspondence: an email has been received from a member of the public who wishes to present a talk on Remembrance Sunday. Resolved: that the Function Room is offered. A letter sent to United Utilities re power failure has not been acknowledged.
8. Parks and open spaces – up date: The clerk reported on a meeting proposed by FBC to further the parks and open spaces transfer. Following a consultants’ report a meeting was requested for September 23rd, as key members are not available on this date a report will be made to the October meeting. The clerk has requested that papers be made available by the end of September. A £5,000.00 grant has been obtained from Fylde Local Strategic Partnership for the Friends of Kirkham Parks refurbishment scheme.
9. Rural splash up -date: Cllr Green expressed concerns re the impact of St. Anne’s pool reopening. No further reports on fund raising initiatives.
