	LPAOS Report

Minutes distributed to all Councillors. Matters arising from those minutes referred to Council.
Issues around late planting in the run up to Club Day have been resolved with the introduction of completion dates for one week before Club Day and In Bloom judging. LPAOS are working with Lisa Foden (FBC) as the new point of contact.

a) Contractors Report

i. Grounds Maintenance- Box hedging in Memorial Park will cost £170 to replace.
ii. Prisoner Initiative- New prisoner has been contracted to work with the Parks team. Lisa Foden’s placement brief has been forwarded to Councillors.
iii. Trees- Station Rd tree works and Elm removal has been completed
iv. Finance-Outstanding invoice for the planting on Rem Way, the majority of which has died off due to lack of ground preparation, bad design and no maintenance plan. It is proposed that as Mark Wilde knows the history to the project LPAOS members meet with him on site to resolvethe issues so Council can settle the invoices and move forward with Lisa Foden.

b) Projects

i. Remembrance Way- Group to develop plans for the project will be lead by Friends Of Kirkham Parks who will manage a volunteer group who will maintain the grounds as they did pre-Bloom judging.
c) Community Centre

· Bloods- Issues with Blood Service not tidying furniture away after sessions which last time led to an uncapped needle being left unnoticed on the floor. Lancashire Sister refuses to have her staff pack away which has, unknown to Council, left the following user to pack away after them. It is proposed that a price for the caretaker to tidy up is forwarded to Bloods for consideration.
· Security- As the numbers of centre users increases it is not practical or in fact safe for the whole centre to be in lock down during pre-school sessions. It is proposed that the security in the main hall end of the building is tightened up and relaxed in the communal areas. Clerk to cost.
· Caretaker- Michael has now given notice for the end of his period of sick leave. Steven has been employed on a three month contract.
