· Remembrance Way-Concerns over project activities being carried out without prior notice and plans put in place for Council approval. Lack of costings and proper timeline. Clerk trying to get a handle on it but struggling. Proposed to write to Mark Wilde officially voicing Council’s concerns and make very clear that Council will not pay for anything that isn’t agreed.
· Wildflower planting – Annual cost of £1500 to keep and extend display. Proposed that Council pay this year and incorporate the cost into contract in future years.
· Signage for playgrounds-Proposed to join LCC scheme for displaying “No Smoking” signs.
· Tree work -The Close Proposal to carry out remedial works identified in tree survey at a cost of 15 hrs.
Proposal to carry out branch removal at Mr. Schofield’s property on St. Georges at a cost of 15 hours.

· Kirkham Covenant Project- Description of the project and proposal to contribute venue and printing to the project.
· Community centre – Leaky taps-Proposed to replace 3 sets of leaking taps at a cost of £130 if guaranteed for 12 months.
